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The total General Fund revenue collected as of October 31, 2020 was $23,918,116. Licenses and Permits was the largest category making up 74.52%
of the total revenue for the General Fund.
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As of October 31, 2020, General Fund revenue is lower than FY 2020 by $18 million or 43.03%, primarily due to a decrease in Intergovernmental
Revenues by $10 million. The cause of the decrease is from State Pension Payment by $10.4 million. Charges for Services decreased by $2.8 million
due to a decrease in Parking Surcharges by $850,000, Police Services by $695,000, Rents and Royalties by $265,000, and Emergency Service Fees by
$304,000. Also, Licenses and Permits decreased by $3.3 million due to Building Permits by $1.1 million, and Other Licenses Fees by $1.4 million. On the
other hand, Property Tax collection was slightly increased which are usually collected in December.

The variance was
mainly due to increased in General Government expenditures in FY 2020 due to Police and Fire - FIPO, and Retirement Contributions.

The major receivables consist of the
different categories shown below, of which Business Tax Receipts represents 51% and Certificate
of Use represents 33%. The City of Miami billed the Business Tax Receipts for FY21 early in July-
2020 for a total of $8,078,156.50. The Certificate of Use for FY21 were billed early in July-2020 for
a total of $6,568,055.20. The Burglar Alarm for FY21 was billed in August 7, 2020 for a total of
$675,270.00. All other major receivables are billed throughout the year. The graph below depicts
the percentage of each major category of receivables (Billings net of adjustments and cash
receipts) as of Oct 31, 2020.
